“What about you?”

At Mass in Philadelphia last week, Pope Francis posed that question to thousands of
people: “what about you?” How do you use your gifts to foster creativity in ministry, to
inspire people to maintain ties with the church?
Pope Francis was particularly concerned with young people. He asked; how do we
challenge young people to develop “high ideals, generosity of spirit and love of Christ
and the church”?
The Pope's homily appealed to the audience to seek new ways to boost the presence of
young people in church ministries and activities. Again the Pope asked in reference to
efforts to involve young people in church life. "Do we make space for them and help
them to do their part? To find ways of sharing their enthusiasm and gifts with our
communities, above all in works of mercy and concern for others? Do we share our own
joy and enthusiasm in serving the Lord?"
"One of the great challenges facing the church in this generation is to foster in all the
faithful a sense of personal responsibility for the church's mission and to enable them
to fulfill that responsibility as missionary disciples, as a leaven of the Gospel in our
world," he said. "This will require creativity in adapting to changed situations, carrying
forward the legacy of the past not primarily by maintaining our structures and
institutions, which have served us well, but above all by being open to the possibilities
which the Spirit opens up to us and communicating the joy of the Gospel, daily and in
every season of our life," he said.
Acknowledging that society is undergoing rapid change, the pope said the times call for
"much more active engagement on the part of the laity."
The pontiff credited the U.S. church for its effort to catechize and educate laypeople and
said that today's challenge facing the church is to build on that work and to foster a
"sense of collaboration and shared responsibility in planning for the future of our
parishes and institutions."
Pope Francis concluded his homily by asking the congregation to respond to the needs
of families and to support them in their journey of faith. “I ask you to pray fervently for
them, and for the deliberations of the forthcoming synod on the Family" which meets at
the Vatican Oct. 4-25.

I have arrived in Rome for the Synod

of Bishops on the Family in the

Modern World. I've worked very hard

to prepare for it and, now that I'm here,
I'm looking forward to it very much.

People keep asking me what do you

think will happen at the Synod? All I

can say is: “I'm not sure”. I think we

could be in for surprises. The Holy Spirit is
like that.

No one saw the Second Vatican Council coming and I hope, at
least, we’re in for a few surprises at this Synod. Because, if we
just say the same things in the same way, why bother with
having two Synods as Pope Francis has decided we’ll have?

We’re on a journey together and it’s a journey of discovery. It’s
not just about marriage and the family. That’s where the rubber
hits the road. But it’s also about the Church and how the
Church relates to the modern world. Because in some ways
we’re drifting apart. And that’s not the Catholic way. The
Catholic way is to engage. So, how can we as the Church
engage the modern world and how seriously can we as the
Church take history and all that history throws up to us?

So, there are big questions caught up in this Synod but there
are also those intimate questions concerning marriage and the
family.
So I invite all of you to surround us Bishops here in Rome with
your prayer through the next three weeks.
