"The Sign of Pentecost"

The sign of Pentecost is the new community that speaks many languages and unites all
peoples in one family of God. This sign has become a reality when we look around our Parish
today. Our Sunday liturgical assemblies at Southport Parish in which so many ethnic groups
are gathered from all parts of the world, with people of so many cultures, languages and
nations, is an image of the family of the Church spread throughout the earth.

In these assemblies we recognise one another as brothers and sisters. We cross borders and
become friends in the community of faith. I regard it as a great blessing and privilege to do
my priestly ministry in the middle of so many ethnic groups that are within our Parish.
Indeed, your faith traditions and cultures that you bring add a lot to my own experiences of
faith.

One of the fundamental truths of Christianity says that, “It pleased God to save humanity
within the community." (Lumen Gentium #9), and while God speaks primarily in the heart of
a person, it is the community where people experience the saving work of the Risen Lord. In
the words of the liturgy of the feast of Pentecost, we see that the Holy Spirit comes for the
common good of the community. In his letter to the Corinthians, St. Paul says, “To each
person has been given the ability to manifest the Spirit for the common good.”

In a world of increasing complexity and interdependence we need to be open to receive these
gifts of the Holy Spirit and then our lives will be filled with “love, joy, peace, patience,
kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.” (Gal. 5:23)

Today on the feast of Pentecost, God sends again his Spirit to us so that we can build out of
so many nationalities and cultures God’s family, one which we call the Southport Catholic
Parish.

SATURDAY 30 MAY

On 30 May 1431 at an approximate age of 19, Joan was
burned at the stake. She said she received visions of the
Archangel Michael, Saint Margaret and Saint ‘
Catherine instructing her to support Charles VII
and recover France from English domination
late in the Hundred Years' War. She was
canonised by Pope Benedict on the 16%h May
1920 and her vast patronage extends to France,
martyrs and people ridiculed for their piety.

Mary Help of Christians

Mary Help of Christians was adopted as patron of the new
Church of Australia in 1844. The Holy See confirmed the
patronage in 1852. Australia became the first nation in the
world to have Mary Help of Christians as Patroness, the first
church to celebrate 24 May on a national scale and the first
country to have a mother cathedral in Sydney under the
same title. Elsewhere the feast was restricted to Rome and
specified places.

When the louvres are removed
and a concertina door is installed, this arrangement will
open the church to the sea breezes and provide more
space. It will also be practical. I believe that not only will it
benefit mums with their children, who being outside will have
more “liberty”, but it benefit all of us. One might ask, “Well
that’s all fine, but what about participation in Mass?”

To address this issue, a big screen
will be installed on the wall so that
those outside will see the altar and
the sanctuary. This little project
goes along with the relocation of the
working part of the sacristy to the Z
space that is behind the sanctuary. : S

Here again, there are practical reasons which provide a
reduction of movement up and down in preparation of the
altar for Sunday and weekly Masses.

The sacristy
will now have more room for parishioners, altar servers and
priests.
