This week we hear Jesus commissioning his twelve disciples to preach the word of God to the 

people of Israel. Jesus knows they are not ready to head to the pagan territories yet until the 

outpouring of the Spirit at Pentecost. From my reading of this should it be easier to transform 

people whose faith and culture we already know or not? 
 

Today in 2015, do you have the same zeal to share the Good News with those closest to you? Are 

you inspired to be like Christ? Or do you view faith as boring and non-transformative for yourself 

let alone those who don’t know Christ. Or are you afraid to say what we believe in and actually 

challenge the world view. Do you see the Word of God as revolutionary and life-giving or simply 

words on a page? 
 

All of you are at different stages of readiness to evangelise. Some of you may be new Catholics just 

learning about your call. There are those who are cradle Catholics but their faith journey has 

ground to a halt. Finally there are those who are practicing their belief in God and are generously 

sharing their faith by word and deed. 
 

The first group are in some ways like the apostles, fresh with the Spirit, being formed well by other 

zealous Catholics and primed for action. Our second group form the overwhelming majority and 

are people we will already have some contact with. These people are often family members, school 

friends or people we have met in parish or school groups that have possibly fallen away from the 

Church and more significantly God. Every one of you knows someone who falls into this 
group!! The big question is how will you reach out to these brothers and sisters of yours? 
 

I believe it starts with simply friendship and a genuine desire to love those just as God loves 

each one of you. Our job is to walk in faith with those who are searching or have been bumped off 

the course that was intended for them. Each of you possesses various gifts whether it is the 

capacity to listen, to catechise or to act or speak at an opportune time. Let us pray that God may 

reveal to you what these gifts are? Secondly who in your life, through those gifts could experience 

God’s grace?
