Last Sunday, 14 February, about 600 people across the Archdiocese of Brisbane came together to
celebrate the Rite of Election at the Cathedral of St Stephen. The Rite of Election, usually held on the

first Sunday of Lent, is an important step in the RCIA (Rite of Christian |Initiation  for Adults )
process. RCIA is a formal program of catechetical instruction, simple practice (prayer and spirituality)

and Iliturgies, wh er eChtgchumethau 6t s ,ar ealfloednadl y admitted
receive the Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Eucharist). ( The Sacrament of
Penance is received later since baptism washes away all sin - both original and actual sin.)

During the Liturgy of the Word, His Grace, Archbishop Mark gave an inspiring message about the
journey of our life. While the catechumens, candidates, sponsors and the rest of the community had
taken different paths that led us to that point in time, we were all called by God to begin our journey
and be strengthened by His presence along the way.

Following the Liturgy of the Word, the catechumens were invited, alongside their sponsors, to process
to the front of the Sanctuary (altar). Right there, they were invited to affirm their desire to enter fully
into the life of the Church. . -
Special prayer was said by
the  Archbishop for the
candidates, as their sponsors
and the gathered assembly
stretched out their hands of
blessing. However, as the
catechumens approached
the altar, their names were
brought forth to be inscribed

into the Book of the Elect,
recognising them as the
O0El ect of God?©o,
have been chosen by Him for
baptism. As a result, their
sponsors declared their support for their catechumens by placing their right hand over their shoulders,
to be admitted to the Easter sacraments.
