Jesus says : “If
your virtues go no deeper than that of
the scribes and Pharisees, you will
never enter into the Kingdom of
Heaven.” (Mt 5:20)

It seems that these religious people try
to keep the Law correctly not for loving
God but for the honour and praise
of others.
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LOVE IS BASIC TO THE In everyday life, perhaps at times, we
L AW wrongly judge others. Or at other times,
we have an unfair thought or we may
make untrue stories. This could
damage our relationship with other people and also blacken their good
names. (Mt 5:21-22)

If we have something against a person, Jesus asks us to make
reconciliation with them right away before we ask for God’s forgiveness.
(Mt 5:23-24)

We accept that we are still weak and sinful as others are. Often we only
find out the truth when we walk their way or when we face the same
struggles as they did. We are warned that things can come from the evil
one (Mt 5:37), so we must seek God’s ways to put all things right.

Jesus wants us to walk under the guidance and the renewal of the Spirit
in us (1 Cor 2:10). The actions we do and the words we say should be
done in a sincere, humble and trustful way. What is happening on the
inside will show on the outside in our words and actions. (James 2:26)
